Champion Pittsburgh Steelers in a nationally televised contest. Both
teams are coming off of losses last week. Philadelphia fell to
Baltimore, 20-10, despite another impressive outing by the first-
team units. The Steelers lost to the visiting Vikings, 17-10. This
week’s meeting is the 4th preseason contest between the teams in
as many years, with Pittsburgh holding a 2-1 advantage in that span.

NOTABLE CONNECTIONS

» COACHES’ CORNER - Eagles special teams coordinator John
Harbaugh was the tight ends coach at Pitt in 1987. Eagles WR
coach David Culley coached Steelers WRs from 1996-98.
Secondary coach Trent Walters coached DBs at Pitt in 1985.

Steelers head coach Bill Cowher played for the Eagles from 1983-
84. Defensive coordinator Dick LeBeau was an assistant with the
Eagles from 1973-75. WR coach Bruce Arians was Temple’s head
coach from 1983-88. Defensive line coach John Mitchell was a DEs
coach at Temple.

> BY WAY OF PITTSBURGH - C Hank Fraley, was an undrafted rookie
free agent with Pittsburgh out of Division I-AA Robert Morris.
Fraley was waived by the Steelers and claimed by the Eagles on
8/28/00.

LB Dedrick Roper originally signed as a rookie free agent with the
Steelers in 2004.

> TRAINED IN THE ‘BURGH - Eagles head athletic trainer Rick
Burkholder is known as one of the NFL’s best. He joined the Eagles
in 1999 after six seasons with the Steelers. Burkholder designed a
rehab program in 1995 for former Steelers CB Rod Woodson after
he suffered a torn ACL on opening day. Four-and-a-half months
after surgery, Woodson returned to play in Super Bowl XXX (the
normal rehabilitation time is 9-12 months). Prior to his stint with
the Steelers, Burkholder spent two seasons at the University of
Pittsburgh, his alma mater.

Eagles assistant athletic trainer Chris Peduzzi interned for the
Pittsburgh Steelers from 1996 to 1998 under Burkholder.

» PHILLY TIES - Steelers RB Duce Staley played for the Eagles from
1997 to 2003. He left Philadelphia ranked 3rd on the team’s all-
time rushing lists for attempts (1,200) and yards (4,807).

Steelers FB Dan Krieder was born in Lancaster, PA, where he
played at Manheim Central High School. Steelers T Barrett Brooks
was originally a 2nd round draft choice of the Eagles in 1995,
where he remained through the 1998 season. LB Rian Wallace
played collegiately at Temple University. WR Sean Morey played
with the Eagles in 2001 and 2003, earning special teams MVP
honors in his second season with the team.

» WHAT’S UP, CUZ? - Eagles WR Greg Lewis is the cousin of Steelers
WR Walter Young. The cousins also attended Illinois together.
Lewis walked-on at Illinois because Young was there on scholar-
ship and when Lewis quit the team as a freshman, it was Young
and teammate Aaron Moorehead (Colts) who encouraged him to
return to the team.

> A SUPER EXPERIENCE - With a NFC Championship and an appear-

ance in Super Bowl 39, Lurie became just the second owner in
team history to lead a team to the Super Bowl.

POSTSEASON PROWESS - Since 1995, Lurie's first full year as
owner of the Eagles, no team has appeared in the postseason
more than Philadelphia (seven out of 11 seasons). Green Bay has
seven, while Minnesota, Miami, and San Francisco have six.

From 1999-2004, the Eagles set a franchise record with five
straight playoff appearances.

OUTSTANDING OWNERSHIP - With an 8-7 record in the playoffs
during Lurie's tenure as owner, the Eagles have won and played in
more postseason games than any ownership group in its history.
DIVISION DOMINANCE - For the first time in team history, the
Eagles captured the NFC East Division title in four consecutive
seasons (2001-04), becoming the first team to win the NFC East
four straight years since Dallas captured the division title 5 con-
secutive times from 1992-96.

The last team to win a division 4 years in a row was Pittsburgh
from 1994-97. The Eagles also became just the 8th team since the
NFL went to a 16-game schedule in 1978 to win 4-or-more consec-
utive division titles.

> ANICE RUN - With 59 regular season wins from 2000-04, the

Eagles completed their most successful five-year stretch ever.
The Eagles won at least 12 games in 3 successive seasons. They
joined 5 other squads as the only NFL teams to do so (Oak. 1967-
69, Mia. 1983-85, Dal. 1992-95, SF 1996-98, and Denver 1996-98).
Only Dallas has done it more than three straight.

The Eagles reached double-digit wins in five consecutive seasons
(2000-04). The last team to claim that was the San Francisco
49ers, who did it for 16 straight seasons from 1983-98.

With 13 victories in 2004, the Eagles maintained or improved their
win total for an NFL-record 6th straight season (joining Phi. 1939-
45, Bal. 1953-59, and GB 1991-97).

THE BIG GUY’S BIG MOMENTS

One of the most successful head coaches in recent NFL history, Andy
Reid is faced with a challenge he has not seen since his second sea-
son with the Eagles, rebounding after a losing campaign. Reid took
over a 3-13 club on 1/11/99, and was simply masterful leading the
Eagles to a NFC Championship just six seasons later. The
Philadelphia fans hope he can work the same magic he did when he
first took over the team.

“When Andy first came in, we worked hard,” said All-Pro FS Brian
Dawkins. “We worked hard before that, but Andy got us working
really, really hard. Diligently hard. He got our confidence to where it
needed to be, where it hadn’t been in a long time.”

Reid knows he has to gather the troops and get everybody on the
right course. He began that chore at the beginning of the team’s first
mini-camp of 2006.

During his tenure, Reid has recorded the highest win total and win-
ning percentage in team history as well as the 4th-highest overall
percentage among any active NFL coach through the 2005 season
(see chart).

Along the way he has captured 4 consecutive division titles, 4 trips
to the NFC Championship game, the most playoff wins (7) in club
history and led the team to its first Super Bowl appearance since
1980. He was named NFL coach of the year following the 2000 and
2002 seasons.

Already the franchise leader in overall career win percentage (77-47,
.621), Andy Reid joined Greasy Neale (111) and Dick Vermeil (101) in
2005, as the only Eagles head coaches to have led the team in 100-
or-more regular season games.

In the first 100 games of their Eagles coaching careers, Neale and
Vermeil had posted 57 and 54 wins respectively. Reid posted 67 wins
in his first 100 regular season games.

Reid is also the leader in career regular season win percentage
among the three most successful coaches in franchise history.

THE SECRETARY OF DEFENSE

ONE HALL OF A PLAYER

Defensive coordinator Jim Johnson will be the first to tell you that he
was disappointed with the production of the defense in 2005.
Although hit hard by injuries, not a man on this year’s defensive ros-
ter will use that as an excuse. They would all like to regain the rep-
utation that Johnson’s schemes fostered in the first half of the
decade, that of controlled chaos and havoc-wreaking. And as Pro
Bowl LB Jeremiah Trotter has been preaching since camp started,
become the No.1 ranked defense in the league.

“It’s great to have guys back healthy,” said Pro Bowl safety Michael
Lewis. “It was tough not having all the guys together at once. That
happens in the NFL and you have to work through that.”

The Eagles again landed a top-flight defensive end in the free
agency period in 2006, as Darren Howard will start opposite Jevon
Kearse this season. Howard was impressed with what he saw in
Johnson’s schemes while with the Saints.

“Guys were flying around and making plays, and that’s what | saw
from the other side,” said Howard. “l wanted to be a part of that
aggressive style defense.”

The veterans on this team already know first-hand what Howard is
quickly learning in training camp.

“He's about keeping the points down,” said All-Pro FS Brian
Dawkins. “He's about applying pressure and making the offense do
what they don't want to do and not giving up big plays. So, [if] we
do those things and get the [turnovers] - if we get those things we'll
be fine.”

Johnson’s players are on board with his goals and have set the bar
high for this season’s unit.

"What's the record?” Dawkins asked a reporter who wanted to know
how many touchdowns the Eagles defense would like to score this
season. “What's the record for scoring touchdowns on defense?
Whatever that number is, then that's what we'll shoot for."

It seemed fitting that on the eve of his 11th season in the National
Football League, in the small Ohio town made famous by the Hall of
Fame dedicated to the greats of professional football, on a field
adjacent to that mecca, the team announced that FS Brian Dawkins
will remain an Eagle for at least another three seasons. It will be in
Philadelphia that he will continue to prepare his resume, so that one
day he will join the proud brotherhood of Hall of Famers in Canton.

“Hopefully, that will be the culmination of my career, when it's all
said and done, I'll be here,” said Dawkins when asked of the signif-
icance of announcing his contract extension while in Canton facing
the Raiders in the Hall of Fame game. “For me, just to get the deal
done is a big thing. Even though this is a special place because of all
the greatness here, just getting the deal done is a big thing for me.”

Many have credited Dawkins with revolutionizing the safety position
in recent years. Defensive coordinator Jim Johnson has been able to
deploy him as a devastating blitzer, a significant force against the
toughest of running teams and as one of the best pass defenders to
ever roam a secondary as a safety.

“With creative defensive coordinator Jim Johnson using him as a ver-
satile wind-up toy, Dawkins was a catalyst for the makeover of the
safety position,” said ESPN.com writer Len Pasquarelli. “For years,
he was the face of change, the man who most represented the rede-
finition of a position that had waned in significance around the NFL.”

A model of toughness and durability, Dawkins has already played in
141 regular season games as an Eagle, a total that ranks him gth on
the team’s all-time list and 2nd among DB’s. He has also played in
a franchise record 13 postseason contests.

READY TO REBOUND

SUPERBACK

In 2005, All-Pro QB Donovan McNabb endured multiple injuries and
numerous distractions but continued to fight on until his body final-
ly gave in and he was placed on the Injured Reserve list mid-season.
But now, McNabb’s body and mind have both mended and he is
poised to return the Eagles and their fans to the winning tradition
they have become accustomed to since he was drafted in 1999.

“l was myself last year but everyone kept trying to put that dark
cloud over me, so it looked like | was trying to sugarcoat what was
going on,” said McNabb. “I’'m always going to be myself no matter
what. This is the time when you have to try and do something to
bring a smile to a guy’s face. This is the dog days right now. Everyone
is battling, everyone is tired, trying to adjust to having pads back on,
and while we’re out here competing you want to try and add a little
life to things. | guess that’s where | come in.”

And his teammates have seen the old Donovan McNabb out on the
field, as well.

“It’s good to see him out there having fun again,” said TE L.J. Smith.
“Days when we’re out here grinding, his energy lifts everybody up.
He’s our leader. If our leader is playing good, feeling good and is
healthy, we always have a chance. If Donovan McNabb is going well,
we’re going well, too.”

“That’s just him,” said All-Pro LB Jeremiah Trotter of McNabb pump-
ing up the crowd at training camp. “That’s just him interacting with
the crowd and having fun and enjoying the game. | believe when you
enjoy the game you play better. That’s the way | play.”

For critics who worry if McNabb has rebounded from his injuries,
offensive coordinator Marty Mornhinweg put those fears to rest.

“It appears that he’s healthy right now,” said Mornhinweg. “He can
push and move and groove a little bit. He’s got a little juice with his
feet right now.”

Despite a plethora of injuries in 2005, McNabb ranked 1st in the NFL
in attempts (357), 2nd in yards (2,507), 2nd in completions (211) and
t-3rd in passing TDs (16), through week 10 of 2005, when he was
injured vs. Dal. (11/14).

McNabb ranks 3rd on the Eagles all-time career lists in each of the
four major passing categories: yards (19,433), TDs (134), attempts
(2,921) and completions (1,718).

ROAD WARRIORS

The Eagles have the best road record in the NFL since 2000 with a
33-15 regular season mark (34-17 including playoffs).

In 2004, the Eagles tied a team record with nine-straight road victo-
ries. Only six teams in the history of the NFL have held longer road
win streaks. The Eagles previous club record was set since 2000 as
well, from 11/12/00-12/16/01.

In just two seasons as a full-time starter, no other NFL running back
has recorded more receiving yards (1,651) and has a better yards per
touch average (5.9 - min. 500 touches), than Westbrook. He finished
2005 ranked t-2nd in the NFL in yards per touch (5.7). Despite play-
ing in only 12 games, Westbrook also led all RBs in receiving yards
(616) and ranked 2nd in receptions (61).

COACHING MOVES

Arguably the best kicker in the game today, David Akers endured the
most trying season of his career in 2005, as he battled through the
pain of a torn hamstring muscle that sidelined him for four games.
By mid-season Akers had returned to form and the three-time Pro
Bowler was rewarded with a lucrative contract extension that will
keep him in Philadelphia through the 2010 season.

Nobody was more thrilled by the Eagles locking up Akers than spe-
cial teams coordinator John Harbaugh.

“I think it is a great accomplishment by the Eagles to get him locked
up, because he is a hard worker who is young in terms of kicker
years and will be kicking in the NFL for a long time,” said Harbaugh.
“It's a smart move by both sides.”

EAGLES HIT THE TRIFECTA

The 2006 offseason began with some uncertainty for the state of the
Eagles offensive line. Faced with RT Jon Runyan’s testing of the free
agent market, the Eagles could have lost a key component to their
offensive success in recent years. But the Philadelphia organization
was successful in re-signing Runyan to a three-year contract and
later two young and rising stars, RG Shawn Andrews and C Jamaal
Jackson. Andrews contract was extended through the 2015 season
while Jackson’s could keep him in midnight green through 2013.

Runyan is a crafty veteran with a notorious mean-streak who is also
the epitomy of durability. He enters 2006 with a current streak of 160
consecutive combined starts (his 144 regular starts ranks him 4th
among active players).

“It proves that he's a tough guy and a warrior,” said Andrews of
Runyan. “Not just young guys or rookies look up to him, | think
everybody does, just for the toughness that he has."

Andrews has already made a name for himself in the NFL, having
been selected by his peers as an alternate to the 2006 Pro Bowl. His
teammates have seen firsthand the force that he is and can be.

"I had to put ice on my neck for three days," said LB Jeremiah Trotter
of a full-speed collision he had with Andrews in last year’s training
camp. "l said, 'l ain't going to do that no more.' ... I've got to be
smarter than that."

"He's a good person and he is a big, physical player," said head
coach Andy Reid of Andrews. “He is in great shape. He’s a tremen-
dous athlete. For that size, he’s got tremendous athletic ability.”

Jackson is currently entrenched in a battle for the starting role at
center with incumbent Hank Fraley. The two friends have taken a
very positive approach to the competition.

“Competition only makes the players around the competition bet-
ter,” said Jackson. “It’s going to be the same mindset for me. I'm
going to be the guy who comes in early and stays late.”

“The contract extension is obviously a pat on the back for the great

job that he did when he had an opportunity to play [in 2005],” said
Reid.

This past offseason the Eagles underwent a few adjustments to their
coaching staff. With the departure of Brad Childress to take over the
Minnesota Vikings, assistant head coach Marty Mornhinweg has
added the title of offensive coordinator, after having worked closely
with Andy Reid and Childress the past two seasons.

“He’s added his wrinkle into the whole deal,” said QB Donovan
McNabb. “We’re doing a lot of different things in the pass game, a lot
of different things in the run game. Marty is making sure we are all
on the same page and all the guys are beginning to understand
exactly his approach to things.”

Mornhinweg is focusing on taking advantage of the individual talent
throughout the entire offensive roster.

“Whatever it takes to win that particular game we are going to do,
and certainly you need to run the football in a physical manner in
certain situations,” said Mornhinweg. “[Brian Westbrook] is such a
great running back, and we do need to get the football to him.
[McNabb] is such a great quarterback that he needs his shots.”

Pete Jenkins was persuaded to come out of retirement to coach the
defensive line after Tommy Brasher retired. Offensive line coach Juan
Castillo, who considers Jenkins a mentor, played an integral role in
Jenkins’ addition to the staff. Home in Santa Rosa Beach, FL, Jenkins
was talked into meeting with head coach Andy Reid by Castillo.

" love to coach," said Jenkins. "I think what a coach should be is
somebody who makes everybody as successful as they can be. |
missed the game. | missed the relationships with the players. |
missed teaching the little things. | love being that small part of the
big picture. | missed the competition.”

Jenkins, who most recently coached in 2002 as a member of the LSU
staff, has high expectations for the Eagles defensive line in 2006.

“My dream is that we would be physical and be hard to knock off
that ball, and be very physical and tough on the running game,” he
said. “You got to be a good pass rusher, and then against the hard-
nosed run teams, he [a defensive lineman] has got to be a butt-whip-
per and control the line of scrimmage.”

The final change to the staff came when Rory Segrest was hired as
special teams quality control coach. He will also assist Jenkins with
the D-line. Segrest spent the last four seasons at Samford, as the D-
line coach, recruiting coordinator, and special teams coordinator.

EAGLES 2006 PRESEASON GAME SUMMARY

The Eagles were plagued a year ago with a rash of injuries to key
starters. This training camp will be the proving grounds for a number
of Eagles veterans who are looking to return to form.

RB Correll Buckhalter (torn right patellar tendon) - After missing 3 of
the last 4 seasons with injuries, Buckhalter hopes to return to the
form that garnered him 542 yards rushing and 9 TDs, in 2003.

“One thing | love to do is play football,” said Buckhalter after his
first practice of training camp. “I told myself whatever it takes for me
to get back on the football field; | was going to do that. The odds
were against me to ever play football again. | went against those
odds ... I'm not just going to stop here.”

C Hank Fraley (torn rotator cuff) - Missed the final 8 games of 2005,
and is competing with Jamaal Jackson for the starting role at center.

“| feel every year | have to prove myself,” said Fraley. “Coming off an
injury I’ve definitely got to prove I'm back.”

P Dirk Johnson (groin strain) - Missed the final 9 games of 2005 with
a groin strain, but prior to the injury his 38.4 net punting avg. was
the best by an Eagle since the stat started being kept in 1976.

“The biggest thing for him is 100% confidence that he’s 100% phys-
ically,” said special teams coordinator John Harbaugh. “He’s got no
pain, his mechanics are tremendous. When he really cranks one up,
man, he really hits it.”

DE Jerome McDougle (gunshot wound) - Was sidelined the entire
2005 season after suffering a gunshot wound prior to training camp.

“He looks like the McDougle we talked about,” said defensive coor-
dinator Jim Johnson. “He looks quick. He’s a very smart football
player...He looks like a different person. He is playing like we
thought he would play.”

QB Donovan McNabb (sports hernia) - The 5-time Pro Bowler returns
this year after missing the final 7 games of 2005.

“I have not seen any signs of the surgery,” said offensive coordina-
tor Marty Mornhinweg of McNabb’s progress. “He looks sharp.”

WR Todd Pinkston (ruptured Achilles) - Suffered a ruptured Achilles
tendon in training camp that landed him on IR for the 2005 season.

“l don’t want to just go through the motions,” said Pinkston. “l want
to try to be a leader ... | need reps. The more reps | get, the more con-
fident I'll become.”

S/KR ].R. Reed (torn peroneal nerve) - Suffered a freak accident dur-
ing the 2005 offseason which left him with damage to the peroneal
nerve that affects the use of his lower leg and foot.

“l can run without the brace”, said Reed about a special brace that
allows him to run and make cuts. “We call it the J.R. Reed brace.The
only problem | have without it is walking. | don’t know why. | can run
full speed, | just can’t walk. It’s a mystery to me, but God did it for a
reason. He must want me to run.”

CB Lito Sheppard (high ankle sprain) - Missed the final 6 games of
2005 with a high ankle sprain.

“He’s getting better everyday”, said Reid. “He has made some plays
on the ball and done some nice things...He is getting his timing down
right now. Physically, | think he feels pretty good.”

T William Thomas (lower back) - Sidelined for the the final six con-
tests of 2005 with a lower back injury.

> The Eagles starting offense played just one series after marching
61 yds. down the field in 9 plays for a touchdown to start the
game. QB Donovan McNabb (3-3-29) was perfect while RB Brian
Westbrook had 7 touches for 46 yds. and 1TD (6-32 rus./1-14 rec.).
McNabb hit three different targets (Westbrook, Reggie Brown and
Hank Baskett).

> The Eagles starting defense was equally effective, holding the
Raiders to minus-3 yd. in two-straight 3-n-out series to start the
game. The defense gave up just one positive yardage play (6 yds.)
and all six tackles were made by the defensive line, including a
3rd-down sack by DE Trent Cole for a 7-yd. loss.

» On the 3rd series of the game, CB Roderick Hood intercepted an
Aaron Brooks pass at the Eagles 30-yardline.

» K David Akers nailed a 55-yd. FG mid-way through the 2nd qtr. to
give the Eagles a 10-7 lead. The FG was a Pro Football Hall of Fame
Game record.

> RB Reno Mahe accounted for 53 yds. of offense on 11 touches.
Mahe was also the team’s leading receiver with 3 recepts. and also
returned 2 punts for 12 yds.

> RB Bruce Perry returned 3 kickoffs with a 23.3-yd. avg.
> On the first play of the 4th qgtr., S Matt Ware deflected a pass at

the Eagles goalline into the hands of CB Joselio Hanson who
returned the ball to the 11 yardline.

» Rookie LB Omar Gaither led the team with 6 tackles. CB Dexter
Wynn posted 5 tackles, while LB Mark Simoneau notched 4. DE
Juqua Thomas registered 2 sacks and 2 hurries.

EAGLES vs. BROWNS

> QB Donovan McNabb played the entire 1st quarter and was 7-for-
9 for 78 yds. and a 102.8 QB rating as he led the Eagles on a scor-
ing drive to start the game. The biggest play was a McNabb pass
to WR Hank Baskett for 33 yds. Baskett finished the night 2-39
receiving.

» The Eagles starting defense allowed just 25 yds. and produced
two three-n-outs, in 3 series of play.

> The defensive line played exceptionally well, DE Darren Howard,
DE Jerome McDougle, DT LaJuan Ramsey each had a solo sack and
DE Darrell Lee and DT Keyonta Marshall split a sack late in the
game. Ramsey also forced a fumble.

> As a unit, the defense only surrendered 47 yds. on the ground
(2.9-yd. avg.) and 169 passing yds. The Browns lone score was an
8-yd. TD grab by Jerome Harrison in the 4th quarter when the
game was virtually over.

» Rookie LB Omar Gaither recorded a diving INT in the 4th quarter.

> On the Eagles' opening drive in the 2nd half, QB Jeff Garcia capped
off a six-play, 58-yd. drive with a 32-yd. TD pass to WR Darnerien
McCants to put the Eagles ahead 10-0. On the next drive, Garcia
completed back-to-back passes to rookie WR Jason Avant (22
yards) and McCants (12) to setup a 4-yd. TD run by FB Thomas
Tapeh. Garcia finished 8-of-11 for 125 yds., 1TD and a 140.3 passer
rating. McCants finished the night leading all receivers with 2
recepts. for 44 yds. and a TD.

> RB Marty Johnson carried the ball 12 times for 47 yds., two days
after being signed by the Eagles.

> QB Donovan McNabb was 4 of 5 for 75 yds. and 1 TD in the first gtr.
He also picked up 6 yds. on 1 carry. He finished the half 10-6-97-
1TD passing with a 125.8 QB rating.

> RB Correll Buckhalter entered the game on the Eagles 2nd offen-
sive possession, his first game action since. Of the drive’s 7 plays
he touched the ball 4 times (3-5 rus.; 1-48 rec.). His 48-yd. recep-
tion from McNabb was actually a short flip pass toward the side-
line that Buckhalter carried almost the entire way to the one-yard-
line.

» The defense registered 7 sacks on the night, while the starting
offense registered 10 points on its first two possessions of the
game.

> FS Brian Dawkins made 7 tackles and 2 KDs in the first half.
Dawkins also recovered a fumble forced by DE Jevon Kearse, when
Kearse sacked QB Steve McNair thwarting a Ravens drive deep in
Eagles territory. Kearse also recorded 3 tackles and a hurry.

> DE Juqua Thomas recorded 2.5 sacks on the night, bringing his 3-
game total to 4.5, which currently leads the NFL. He also regis-
tered 3 hurries and 4 tackles.

> RB Reno Mahe topped off a 7-play, 8o-yd. scoring drive in the 1st
gtr. with a 1-yd. TD reception from McNabb. On the day, Mahe had
4 touches for 26 yds. (6.5-yd. avg.).

» K David Akers continued his perfect preseason (3/3 FG, 4/4 PATs)
with a 43 yarder on the opening possession of the game.

» The Eagles kickoff return trio of Bruce Perry (28.0), Jeremy Bloom
(22.5), and J.R. Reed (21.0), averaged 23.0 yds. per return.






POSITION-BY-POSITION ROUNDUP

» QUARTERBACKS

A five-time Pro Bowler, Donovan McNabb has led the Eagles to four
NFC Championship game appearances and more postseason wins
than any other quarterback in team history. In fact, his 12 playoff
starts and 7 playoff victories rank 1oth and 11th, respectively, in NFL
history. Along the way, McNabb has become one of the game's most
recognizable superstars.

From 2000-04, the five seasons in which he started 10-or-more
games, the Eagles posted no fewer than 11 wins and won at least one
playoff contest in each year. They claimed the NFC East crown four
times, and had the best record in the conference three times.

In just his eighth season, his career passing numbers rank third in
the Eagles all-time record books behind only Ron Jaworski and
Randall Cunningham and he enters 2006 within striking distance of
Cunningham's statistics.

Despite a sports hernia that plagued him all year, McNabb start-
ed 2005 impressively. He became the first quarterback in team histo-
ry to top the 300-yard passing mark in three consecutive games
(weeks 2-4) and earned NFC Player of the Month honors in September
while the Eagles posted a 3-1 record. He also set the franchise record
with 35 completions vs. SD on 10/23. His season ended on 11/14
when he aggravated his groin and abdomen vs. Dallas and underwent
season-ending surgery on 11/28 by Dr. William Meyers.

The Eagles added an insurance policy during the offseason when
they signed three-time Pro Bowler Jeff Garcia. Garcia, 36, flourished
in the West Coast offense under Eagles asst. head coach/offensive
coordinator Marty Mornhinweg while the two were together in San
Francisco. Garcia played five seasons in the CFL before joining the
49ers (1999-2003), Browns (2004), and Lions (2005).

Koy Detmer has had many roles since being the team's 7th round
draft choice in 1997. He ascended to the starting role at the end of the
1998 season, but held the role of #2 QB behind McNabb since 2000.
He has also served as the holder on FGs and PATs. Detmer's 10-year
tenure with the Eagles is longer than any active QB other than Brett
Favre's 15 seasons in Green Bay.

Timmy Chang was signed by the Eagles this spring and was allo-
cated to the Rhein Fire in NFL Europe. He shattered many NCAA pass-
ing records at Hawaii, including passing yards where his 17,072 sur-
passed the previous mark of 15,031 held by Ty Detmer, Koy's brother.

» RUNNING BACKS

One of the most electrifying players in the NFL, Brian Westbrook is a
major part of the Eagles run and pass game. From 2003-05 he played
in 39 games and reached the end zone 29 times, averaging 21.3 yards
per score. “He's the ultimate weapon,” said McNabb. “And talking to
guys from other teams about his speed, playmaking ability, agility,
and the misses he creates, just solidifies what I'm talking about.”

Despite playing in just 12 games in 2005, Westbrook led the
Eagles in rushing yards (617), receptions (61; tied with TE L.J. Smith),
and TDs (7). He earned a Pro Bowl berth in 2004, his first full season
as the team's featured back. The Eagles third round pick in 2002, he
played collegiately at nearby Villanova where he was one of the
NCAA's most decorated players.

An explosive and strong runner, Ryan Moats was a 3rd round draft
choice by the Eagles in 2005. He made the most of his opportunities
as a rookie with 278 yards and 3 touchdowns on 55 carries (5.1 yards
per carry).

A shifty back with great hands, Reno Mahe adds depth to the
position and has also been a dependable special teams performer
since signing with the Eagles as a rookie free agent in 2003. A former
WR at BYU, Mahe continues to improve with a tremendous work ethic
on and off the field.

Bruce Perry, a Philadelphia native, was a 7th round draft choice in
2004. He spent his entire rookie season on Injured Reserve and most
of the 2005 season on the practice squad before being activated for
the final two games. He showcased his talent at RB in the season
finale vs. Cincinnati with 70 yards on 15 carries.

No player is looking forward to this season more than Correll
Buckhalter. When healthy, he has been a productive back that pos-
sesses a good combination of size and speed. After missing three of
the last four seasons with knee injuries, he looks to add a dimension
to the Eagles running game that has been lacking since he rushed for
a 4.3-yards average and 8TDs in 2003.

Marty Johnson, a first-year pro with NFL Europe experience in
2006, rounds out the running back position.

The competition will be tough at the fullback position. Incumbent
starter, Josh Parry will battle with Thomas Tapeh and Jason Davis.

Parry was the Eagles only fullback on the roster in 200s5.
Determination and faith paid off for him in 2004 finally earning a ros-
ter spot after spending the previous four training camps with the
Eagles. After two years at LB, Parry was converted to FB and faced an
uphill battle. Josh continues to draw inspiration from his brother Neil
who returned to play after suffering an injury that resulted in his
lower left leg being amputated in 2000 while they were teammates at
San Jose State.

A 5th round draft choice in 2004, Tapeh saw limited action as a
rookie. In his most extensive action in game 15, he dislocated his hip
which sidelined him through the entire 2005 season.

Davis, a rookie free agent in 2006, was a two-year starter at
Illinois where he excelled as a receiver out of the backfield.

» WIDE RECEIVERS

A 2005 second round draft pick from Georgia, Reggie Brown broke
onto the scene in his first NFL campaign, setting the Eagles record for
most receptions by a rookie wide receiver with 43. Despite being a
full-time starter for just the final nine games of the season, he led all
NFL rookies with 571 receiving yards. Along the way, Brown rapidly
earned the respect of his quarterback. “With the ball in his hands,
Reggie is a guy who can make a couple of guys miss,” said Donovan
McNabb. “He can turn a six-yard route into a play that can go the dis-
tance.”

A speedy receiver with toughness and durability, Todd Pinkston is a
big-play target in the Eagles offense. He is eager for his return to the
field in 2006 after a torn Achilles tendon injury suffered in training
camp last summer sidelined him for the entire season. A 2nd round
pick in 2000, Pinkston has averaged 15.3 yards per catch during his
five-year NFL career. In fact, of all NFL wide receivers with 70 catches
since 2003, only Ashley Lelie has a better yard per catch average
(18.7) than Pinkston's 17.4.

A sure-handed receiver and precise route runner, Greg Lewis has
shown a great deal of progress during his first three NFL seasons,
after signing as a rookie free agent in 2003. After making 23 catches
in limited action during his first two seasons, he stepped into a start-
ing role in 2005 and posted career highs in receptions (48) and yards
(561).

A veteran of four NFL seasons with Houston, Jabar Gaffney was
acquired by the Eagles as an unrestricted free agent on 3/16/06 to
add depth at the wide receiver position. Drafted by the Texans with
the first pick in the second round in 2002, he stepped into the start-
ing lineup as a rookie and totaled 171 career receptions for 2,009
yards and 7 TDs. Gaffney and Eagles QB Lito Sheppard were team-
mates at both Raines High School in Jacksonville and the University of
Florida.




POSITION-BY-POSITION ROUNDUP

Now in his second season in Philadelphia, Darnerien McCants
added depth to the WR position and proved to be a productive special
teamer in 2005. He joined the Eagles on 9/3/05 after being released
by the Redskins, who selected him in the fifth round in 2001.

An undrafted free agent in 2004, the sure-handed and tough-mind-
ed Justin Jenkins looks to return from a season-ending ACL tear suf-
fered during the 2005 preseason. He had spent all of his rookie sea-
son on the practice squad.

Rookie draft pick Jason Avant (D4b) finished his career at Michigan
ranked 3rd in catches (169 for 2,247 yards and 13 TDs).

Another rookie draft pick, Jeremy Bloom (D5a), began training camp
on the PUP list (hamstring), but was removed from the list on 8/1/06.
Bloom is a former US Ski Team star and participated in the 2006
Winter Olympics in Italy, placing 6th in the moguls. He was a prolific
return man in his two seasons at Colorado (2002-03).

Hank Baskett was acquired for WR Billy McMullen from Minnesota,
who signed him as a rookie free agent out of New Mexico.

Carl Ford was claimed off waivers in 2005 after playing the first 10
games of the season with Chicago. He was originally a 7th round draft
choice of Green Bay in 2003.

Michael Gasperson spent the majority of the 2005 season on the
Eagles practice squad before being allocated to play for Cologne in
NFL Europe this past spring.

Rounding out the roster are free agents: J.J. Outlaw (Villanova), Bill
Sampy (Louisiana Lafayette), and Jermaine Jamison (Fresno State).
Outlaw is the son of John Outlaw, a former DB with the Eagles (1972-
78).

» TIGHT ENDS

One of the league's budding stars, L.J. Smith hauled in a team-lead-
ing 61 catches in 2005 and looks to build upon that success. The
team's 2nd round draft choice out of Rutgers in 2003, Smith shared
time during his first two NFL seasons with former Eagle Chad Lewis
before earning a starting role a year ago. “He came in with a great
work ethic,” said Lewis. “And he never shied away from hard work.
That's what it takes to be the best.”

A sure-handed tight end who has demonstrated an ability to pro-
duce big plays, Matt Schobel adds a big target to the Eagles offensive
arsenal and a nice compliment to Smith. A third round draft choice of
the Bengals in 2002, he spent his first four NFL seasons in Cincinnati,
scoring nine touchdowns among his 9o receptions. Schobel's older
brother, Aaron (Buffalo) and cousin, Bo Schobel (Tennessee) play in
the NFL.

Recognized as one of the best long-snappers in the game, Mike
Bartrum has also provided the Eagles with timely and efficient play as
a backup TE. His 11 career receptions have accounted for 6 TDs. He
earned NFC Pro Bowl honors for his craft following the 2005 season.

Two rookie free agents from 2005, Stephen Spach (Fresno State)
and Andy Thorn (Northern lowa) will fight to earn a place on the ros-
ter. Spach first earned a spot on the 53-man roster after an impressive
preseason and went on to see action in 13 games. Thorn spent his
rookie year on the Eagles practice squad.

» OFFENSIVE LINE

Over the past few years head coach Andy Reid and general manager
Tom Heckert have used several draft choices on offensive linemen to
infuse both youth and talent into the unit. At the forefront of that
group is Shawn Andrews. The Eagles first round draft choice in 2004
rebounded from a fractured fibula in his right leg during his rookie
season to become a dominating force at right guard in 2005. “He's a
mauler, a road grader,” said Fox Sports analyst Bill Maas. “Once he
gets his hands and body on you, it's over.” Andrews quickly earned a

starting role after an eye-popping performance during the 2004 pre-
season and one-year later was voted as an alternate to the NFC Pro
Bowl squad. Andrews inked a seven-year contract extension on
6/12/06 that will keep him in Philadelphia through 2015.

The cornerstones remain Jon Runyan and William Thomas, enter-
ing their seventh year together as the team's starting tackles. Since
2000, only two pairs of tackles have been together as long (Green
Bay's Mark Tauscher and Chad Clifton, and Washington's Chris
Samuels and Jon Jansen) but neither has as many regular season or
postseason starts together (87 and 12, respectively) as Runyan and
Thomas.

Armed with a feisty, on-field mentality, Runyan takes pride in
being a physical force each and every time he exits the locker room.
At 6-7, 330, his relentless, physical play has trickled down to each of
his linemates. “What Jon has brought to the offensive line is that tem-
perament of his," said Reid. "He is going to maul you and beat you up
and feel pretty good about doing it. That's been contagious all the
way across the line.” Runyan, who suited up for the NFC's Pro Bowl
squad in 2002, enters the 2006 season having started 144 straight
regular season contests. He signed a three-year contract extension
on 3/24/06.

Thomas has made a nice living out of being Donovan McNabb's
blindside bodyguard. One of the most accomplished left tackles in
team history, he is a three-time Pro Bowl selection and has been a
mainstay at LT since being selected in the first round in 1998. Thomas
has missed just seven games due to injury during his NFL career,
including the last six of the 2005 season with a lower back injury.

The anchor of the Eagles offensive line since 2001, Hank Fraley
climbed a steep ladder to find himself at the current rung of his
career. An undrafted free agent, Fraley stepped in for injured center
Bubba Miller at the end of the 2001 preseason and has not looked
back. A non-scholarship player at Division I-AA Robert Morris in
Pittsburgh, PA, Fraley signed as a rookie free agent with the Steelers
in 2000, but was released and claimed off waivers by the Eagles on
8/28/00. It's no accident Fraley has progressed this much as a play-
er. He works hard, studies hard, and stays late, watching hours of film
with the QBs. He is returning from a season-ending torn rotator cuff
injury suffered in the team's 8th game in 2005.

Fraley will be challenged the summer by Jamaal Jackson. A rook-
ie free agent signee from Delaware State in 2003, he made the most
of his first playing opportunity in the NFL in 2005. Utilizing his big
frame and a strong work ethic, Jackson filled in admirably at center for
Fraley for the final eight games of the season. Jackson had spent most
of his rookie season on the practice squad and all of 2004 on Injured
Reserve with a triceps muscle tear. His hard work and bright future
resulted in a 7-year contract extension signed on 7/20/06.

A fourth round draft pick in 2005, Todd Herremans saw valuable
action starting at LT for an injured Thomas during the preseason and
in four regular season games. He showed enough promise to allow
the Eagles to trade incumbent LG Artis Hicks (to Minnesota on draft
day) and pencil him in as the starter at that position.

Besides mining Andrews and Herremans, the 2004-06 drafts have
provided the Eagles with an infusion of youth and depth on the line.
G/T Trey Darilek (4b, UTEP) and G Adrien Clarke (7a, Ohio State) were
drafted in 2004 and have seen limited playing time in there first two
seasons. Clarke underwent lower back surgery on 8/8/06. Both have
seen action on special teams, however, Clarke gained valuable expe-
rience starting the final four games of 2005 at LG after injuries mount-
ed on the O-line. G Scott Young (5b, BYU) and T Calvin Armstrong (6,
Washington State) were added in 2005 and saw time on the 53-man
roster but did not play. In the 2006 draft, the Eagles bolstered the tal-
ent with T Winston Justice (2, USC) and G Max Jean-Gilles (4a,
Georgia).
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Also fighting for roster spots are four rookie free agents - T Pat
McCoy (West Texas), C Nick Cole (New Mexico State), T Dejuan
Skinner (West Texas), and T Stephan Rodgers (Lambuth).

» DEFENSIVE LINE

The Eagles upgraded the defensive line position with three key addi-
tions during the 2006 offseason. First, they named renowned college
defensive line coach Pete Jenkins to their staff. Then they added one
of the decade's most accomplished defensive ends in Darren Howard
before selecting imposing DT Brodrick Bunkley with the 14th overall
pick in the draft.

Nicknamed "The Freak" for his combination of speed, power, and
intensity, Jevon Kearse was acquired by the Eagles on the first day of
the free agent signing period in 2004 and went on to lead the team
with 7.5 sacks in each of his two seasons in Philadelphia. He has 66.5
career sacks (including playoffs) and three Pro Bowl selections.

Joining Kearse is proven NFL sack artist Howard, who inked a six-
year contract with the Eagles on March 13. Howard, who spent his
first six NFL seasons with New Orleans, has 44.5 career sacks. “He's
a proven double-digit sack guy who can play both outside and inside
in pass rush situations,” said head coach Andy Reid.

Trent Cole, a 5th round draft choice in 2005, made a big impres-
sion during his rookie season, posting five sacks and earning NFL
defensive rookie of the month honors in November. He earned a start-
ing spot by season's end and finished 4th among all NFL rookies in
sacks.

The Eagles first round pick in 2003, Jerome McDougle has battled
a lion's share of adversity during his first three seasons in
Philadelphia. After two injury-plagued seasons, McDougle missed
the entire 2005 campaign after being shot in the abdomen during a
robbery attempt on the eve of the opening day of training camp. He
participated fully in all offseason workouts and practices, including
Pilates and Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu, as he eyes a return to the playing field.

Juqua Thomas is in his 2nd season as an Eagle after four seasons
with Tennessee. Jason Short has been a special teams demon and
reserve linebacker for the past two seasons in Philadelphia. Darrell
Lee spent the 2006 offseason with Amsterdam of NFL Europe after a
stint on the Eagles practice squad in 2005. Christian Mohr, a native of
Germany and an NFL Europe veteran, will spend the entire 2006 cam-
paign on the practice squad.

A technically sound player, Mike Patterson saw significant action
during his rookie campaign and led all Eagles D-linemen with 66 tack-
les and led all NFL rookie defensive tackles with 3.5 sacks. “He's so
explosive,” said defensive coordinator Jim Johnson. “He's going to
make plays because he's got great quickness and great pad level.”
Patterson was the Eagles first round draft choice in 2005 after win-
ning back-to-back national championships at USC.

Darwin Walker has posted 20.5 sacks since 2002 (4th among NFL
defensive tackles) and has been a key player in the middle of the
defensive line. Walker, who earned his degree in civil engineering, is
also a vice president and chief development officer of Pennoni
Associates, Inc., a highly successful Philadelphia-based consulting
engineering firm. Walker was claimed off waivers from the Cardinals
in 2000.

Nicknamed “Truck Driver” by his teammates for his blue collar
persona and work ethic, Sam Rayburn has been a solid performer
over the past three years since signing as a rookie free agent in 2003.
Bunkley, the team's first round draft choice in 2006, was a disruptive
force for Florida State in 2005, garnering numerous All-America hon-
ors with 9 sacks and 25 tackles for a loss.

Ed Jasper returned for his second stint as an Eagle in 2006 after
spending six seasons with Atlanta and 2005 with Oakland. A 6th
round pick of Philadelphia in 1997, Jasper has gone on to play 117
career games (250 tackles and 17 sacks).

LaJuan Ramsey, a sixth round draft pick of USC in 2006, and
Keyonta Marshall, a second-year pro from Grand Valley State and a
veteran of NFL Europe, round out the defensive tackle position.

» LINEBACKERS

A powerful middle linebacker with four Pro Bowls on his resume,
Jeremiah Trotter continues to be the pulse of the Eagles defense.
Trotter is one of four linebackers in team history to earn four or more
Pro Bowl selections, joining Chuck Bednarik (8), Maxie Baughan (s),
and Bill Bergey (4). A 3rd round draft choice of Philadelphia in 1998,
he has averaged over 145 tackles since becoming a full-time starter in
1999. Trotter played for Washington from 2002-03.

Dhani Jones, who has patrolled the SAM linebacker spot since sign-
ing as an unrestricted free agent from the New York Giants in 2004,
has averaged 113 tackles over the last four seasons.

Shawn Barber is back for his second stint in Philadelphia after ink-
ing a one-year contract in March. A play-making and cerebral line-
backer, he spent the past three seasons in Kansas City after a suc-
cessful one-year stop with the Eagles in 2002, when he posted 119
tackles and 2 INTs in Jim Johnson's defense.

The Eagles second round draft pick in 2005, Matt McCoy is battling
for the starting WILL linebacker spot this summer. McCoy was one of
the most productive linebackers at San Diego State, finishing his
three-year career with 396 tackles, 8 sacks, and 4o TFLs.

Mark Simoneau, in his 7th NFL season and 4th in Philadelphia, is a
versatile and speedy linebacker who has played a number of roles
during his career. He has manned the middle and weak side line-
backer spots as well as the nickel linebacker position. Simoneau was
acquired in a trade with the Falcons in 2003.

Chris Gocong, one of college football's most prolific sack artists at
Cal-Poly, will compete for playing time at SAM linebacker. A third
round draft pick in 2006, he finished his collegiate career with 42
sacks in 41 games at the Division I-AA level.

Arookie free agent signing in 2004, Greg Richmond spent his rook-
ie season on the practice squad and 2005 on PUP. Richmond under-
went lower back surgery on 8/8/06. As is Dedrick Roper, a 2nd year
pro who was signed from Pittsburgh's practice squad late in the 2005
season.

A pair of rookies round out the position group: Omar Gaither, a 5th
round draft pick from Tennessee, and Torrance Daniels, a rookie free
agent from Harding.

» DEFENSIVE BACKS

Five-time Pro Bowl selection Brian Dawkins is strong and tough
enough to stop the run and fast enough to cover receivers. Dawkins
landed a starting role in week 2 of his rookie season in 1996 and has
not looked back. His interception total of 28 ranks tied for 6th in team
history behind leaders Eric Allen and Bill Bradley (34 each). He emu-
lates his game after his favorite comic book hero, Wolverine of the X-
Men, who is known for his animal-keen sense that allows him to track
his adversaries with great ease. Dawkins earned a two-year contract
extension this summer that will keep him in Philadelphia through
2008.

Fellow safety Michael Lewis led the Eagles in tackles (402) from
2003-05 and is one of the league most imposing defensive backs. The
primary signal caller on defense, Lewis earned a Pro Bowl berth in
2004. He was a 2nd round draft choice of Philadelphia in 2002.

One of the most consistent players on defense, Sheldon Brown is
a proven, versatile cornerback. He led the team with 4 INTs in 2005
and was one of three NFL players to record a TD via a fumble and INT
return. “l want to be smash mouth,” says Brown, who consistently
makes plays vs. the run and the pass. “l don't want to have a uniform
without grass stains on it at the end of the day.”




Lito Sheppard is a speedy and fearless defender who has shown a
penchant for big plays during his first two years as a starter. He leads
the Eagles with 8 INTs over that span, including two returned for
scores. Sheppard, the club's first round pick in 2002, is signed
through 2011.

Roderick Hood has been a productive cornerback and special
teamer since 2003, when he was signed as a rookie free agent. A for-
mer walk-on at Auburn, Hood posted career highs with 3 INTs and 41
tackles while filling in for an injured Sheppard in 2005.

The Eagles 3rd round draft choice in 2004, Matt Ware is equipped
with good size and toughness from the cornerback position, while
Dexter Wynn, a 6th round pick in 2004, provides speed and good
instincts.

Sean Considine has impressed Eagles coaches from day one of his
first mini-camp, possessing good football knowledge as well as a
knack for finding the ball. A 4th round pick in 2005, he landed in IR for
the latter half of his rookie season with a shoulder injury.

Quintin Mikell is also a quality reserve safety and proven special
teams demon. He was a rookie free agent signing from Boise State in
2003.

J.R. Reed is in the midst of an awe-inspiring comeback to pro foot-
ball after suffering damage to the peroneal nerve which affected the
use of his lower leg and foot in a freak accident during the 2005 off-
season. After missing the entire 2005 campaign, Reed has returned to
the practice field in 2006 eyeing a roster spot.

Safeties Scott Ware and Brandon Pinderhughes and cornerbacks
Joselio Hanson and Matt Clark provide depth at the defensive back
spots.

» SPECIAL TEAMS

A three-time Pro Bowl kicker, David Akers ranks first on the club's all-
time list with 155 field goals and second in points (687). Known for
producing in clutch situations, Akers has nailed 10 game-tying or
game-winning field goals with 5:00 or less remaining in a game. Akers
inked a contract extension last year that will keep him in Philadelphia
through 2010.

Now in his fourth season in Philadelphia, Dirk Johnson has been a
consistent punter for the Eagles. His 38.4 net average in 2005 was the
highest by an Eagles punter since 1976. Johnson withstood four trips
to the waiver wire before settling into Philadelphia in 2003. Both
Johnson (sports hernia) and Akers (hamstring) are returning from
injury plagued seasons in 2005.

Rookie K E.J. Cochrane is also in training camp.

Long snapper Mike Bartrum earned his first Pro Bowl berth in 2005
while Koy Detmer and Dirk Johnson will work as holders in training
camp.

Reno Mahe earned All-Pro honors from Pro Football Weekly in
2005 after leading the league with a 12.8 yard punt return average.
Other returners in the mix include Dexter Wynn, Bruce Perry, J.R. Reed,
Jeremy Bloom, and }.J. Outlaw.

The coverage units are led once again by 2005 special teams MVP
Quintin Mikell. He is joined by veterans Mark Simoneau, Matt Ware,
Darnerien McCants, Sean Considine, Reed, Mahe, and Wynn.
