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Parking downtown may be the best place
for you, if you do not have Pre-Sold parking.
The garages/lot described below and many
other Triangle garages cost only $5.00 on
game days. It's an easy and cost attractive
way to get to Heinz Field.

Want to Minimize Walking? If you park in
the Golden Triangle, you can catch a ride on
a Shuttle Bus (for only $1.25 each way,
per person). The Shuttle Bus stops at

Heinz Field — Art Rooney Avenue near Gate A.

Park at the First Avenue Garage and take the
shuttle bus, or ride the “T” with FREE service
to/from the Gateway “T” station.

Other Golden Triangle bus stop locations are
available (see the Golden Triangle map).

From Golden Triangle parking and the Gateway
“T” station, you can enjoy a pleasant walk to
Heinz Field via the Clemente Bridge or Ft.
Duquesne Bridge Sidewalks.

In total, there are over 20,000 parking spaces in the Golden
Triangle (from the map inside, select the garage that provides
the quickest exit to your travel route). For more information,
visit PITTSBURGH PARKING AUTHORITY and PITTSBURGH
DOWNTOWN PARTNERSHIP web sites.

After the game - if you're traveling SOUTH or WEST,
you'll have easy access to the Ft. Pitt Bridge/Tunnel or to the
Liberty Bridge/Tunnel (via the Sixth Avenue entrance ramp).

If you're headed EAST, you'll have easy access to I-376
(Parkway East) via Seventh Avenue, the Boulevard of the Allies
or Second Avenue.

If you're traveling NORTH, you’ll have easy access North on
the Ft. Duquesne Bridge via Ft. Pitt Blvd.
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Parking is available in the Garage or West Lots ($8.00).
The Gateway Clipper Shuttle Boat will take you to Heinz Field
($5.00 each way, per person).

The Gateway Clipper Shuttle Boats board two hours before
the game and run every 5-30 minutes until the game starts.
Return trips to Station Square begin in the third quarter and
continue until after the game is over. For more information,
contact the GATEWAY CLIPPER.

The “T” links Station Square to Golden Triangle Stations
at Gateway and Wood Street. For more information contact
the PORT AUTHORITY.

After the game - if you are heading SOUTH/WEST,

use the Liberty Tunnels for direct egress to Route 51 and
Route 19, or to South I-279 via the Liberty Tunnels and
North Route 51.

If you are heading NORTH or EAST, exit from the West Lot
Road and turn left to the Ft. Pitt Bridge NB.
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These provide direct access to Heinz Field at
Art Rooney Avenue near Gate A and they are
cost competitive.

In addition to the Downtown Shuttle Bus service

(see Golden Triangle Parking), there are Park and Ride
lots (FREE) with Shuttle Buses (only $1.25 to $2.25
each way, per person).
